This little handbook relates a
gripping, heartwarming story of a young man who doesn’t
realize he has the power to make a difference in this world—

until the day his father dies.

The author teaches us that in order to make a
difference in the world; we must go beyond merely doing
things. There is a way that is far easier, far more lasting,

and far more powerful.

We must believe in others; believe that every
person has intrinsic worth and is special. This tenant must
be practiced as knowledge without practice is the same as
no knowledge at all. In every interaction, in every exchange,
in every transaction with another person we either cut them
down or build them up. We must never give advice unless
specifically asked for it as to do so puts us on a pedestal
and diminishes the worth of the other person. There is no

middle ground.

In order to move from knowing to believing we have
to make three simple shifts in perspective. In order not to
spoil this profound little book currently sweeping the world,
you can read and digest those three shifts in perspective in

the book.

My personal ah-ha moment in reading this book
came when | realized | only thought | was being effective by
removing someone ‘wrong’ from my life. But the reality is |
was ineffective because my limited perspective prevented
me from bringing out the best in people. | was discarding

people because they didn’t ‘fit’.

There is a 21 day practice plan | believe is
necessary to make the three shifts in perspective. It is then
Aman Motwane believes the whole world can be changed

through a ripple effect. Exciting? | think so.
