The Reading Corner

LESSONS IN TRUTH
By H. Emilie Cady

Reviewed by Geri Saunders

The book reviewed for July is a Unity Classic.
Originally published in 1895, Lessons in Truth is a clear,
concise representation of New Thought philosophy and
metaphysical Christianity. It is written in a simple style
in twelve lessons plus a study guide to show truth
students how to increase their personal empowerment
and enhance their spiritual growth. Dr. Cady teaches
that lives can be transformed by the power of our
thoughts, words and beliefs. She encourages readers to
find the truth as it is written in each heart and then

apply these truths in every area of our lives.

| first read this book in the late 1970s when | be-
came involved with the Unity movement, and going back
to reread it now was an interesting experience. The
twelve lessons are short, set down in numbered
paragraphs, and the language feels quite dated. As an
early New Thought teacher her  approach seems more
centered on God (the Father) and at times the words
seem to focus on an outside presence as opposed to
the more current thought of Spirit as a totally indwelling
presence. But the Truth is the Truth and if you want a
primer of New Thought for your library, you can’'t go
wrong with this book. One of the topics | like best are
the lessons on Denials and Affirmations, which | have
often found confusing. Other favorites of the twelve
lessons include the writing on Faith, Personality and
Individuality, Spiritual Understanding and The Secret
Place of the Most High.

H. EMILIE CADY was a true holistic pioneer. Born
in 1848, this turn-of-the-century homeopathic physician
treated her patients both medically and spiritually. Her
approach to healing was simple, clear, and rooted in her
own experience. She remained spiritually independent.
She was inspired by biblical teachings and influenced by
the ideas of Ralph Waldo Emerson. Cady was a
contemporary of Emmet Fox, the popular New Thought
writer; Charles and Myrtle Fillmore, co-founders of the
Unity movement; Ernest Holmes, founder of the Church
of Religious Science, and other great minds of the New
Thought Movement.
